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/ In this unit the children will... \

Study the parable of the Good Samaritan. Jesus told us to love our neighbour as our-
selves. Think about what this means.

Look at the story of Zacchaeus who was changed when Jesus showed him love and
kindness.

The story of the loaves and fish, where Jesus gave thanks to God and fed everyone
who came to listen to his teaching (Matthew 15)

Study the story of Jesus healing the leper (Luke 17).
Study the story of the vine and the branches (John 15: 9-15)
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By the end of this unit....
All children can:

Identify people and things they love—family,
friends, pets, gifts.

Say thank you, and think about how we behave.

Retell Bible stories that show examples of Jesus
teaching us how to behave to others.

Most children will:
Understand that sometimes it is hard to do the right
thing.

Understand that by showing respect and kindness,
we are working towards greater happiness and sat-
isfaction in our lives.

Link the story of the Good Samaritan to doing the
right thing.

Know that Christians believe that God wants us to
‘love our neighbour as we love ourselves’ (John
10:10)

Some children will:

Be able to use the stories and Bible verse to reflect
upon their own actions.

Consider how they can demonstrate generosity and
love despite adversity.

Know that they can use the Bible for advice and
guidance.
